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5. In limited and specific cases, CIHI may decide not to publish, release or make publicly 

available Health Facility Identifiable Information where in its view, for example, 

a. the methodology, the data and/or the results are not meaningful or accurate; or 

b. the information is commercial in nature (e.g., details regarding the buying, selling or 

exchange of merchandise or services), is certain types of financial information (e.g., profit 

and loss data) or is proprietary information (e.g., business systems owned in whole or in 

part by the organization). 

Third Party Requests 

6. CIHI will generally disclose Health Facility Identifiable Information to third parties without  

any requirement for prior authorization from the data provider or relevant ministry of health, 

subject to any requirements imposed by the jurisdictions. 

7. Where the third party intends to publicly release Health Facility Identifiable Information,  

the requirements set out in the “Procedures for the Implementation of the Policy on Health 

Facility Identifiable Information” must be met.
